Speakers will reflect on these challenges and on the recommendations of the Warwick Commission report that
proposes constructive yet pragmatic ways to move the system of global trade governance forward, and tries to get
beyond the problems that have plagued the Doha Development Round. The symposium will feature
presentations from international trade experts drawn from a range of disciplines including economics, political
science, law and philosophy.
